	[image: image2.emf]Activity: Gifted and Talented Day at Mark Hall Academy Sports Centre for more able sporting children in Years 5 and 6 only – various locations throughout the day including the main sports hall and the outside astro turf/ field area/running track and playground.

Spectators are discouraged from attending this event due to lack of space and safeguarding issues as requested by MHA.

However, parents/designated adults will be required to drop off and collect the children; they will need to provide a completed medical and emergency contact form; the children’s school will be notified of non-attendees and any issues relating to their behaviour whilst at the event. 


	Significant hazards / risks

· Insufficient planning for the task – user sustains  injury, grazes, cuts or bruising;

· Person has collision with other pupils/staff/instructors/user or other object due to poor supervision (and/or behaviour) or insufficient warning of activity -  fracture, cuts, bruising;
· Lost – wandering off/unaware of location on site

· Parts of the Sports Centre are open to the general public (gym users and those collecting children from internal nursery) and access to the toilet facilities are not sole-use but accessible by other members/users.

	Who could be harmed?

· Persons undertaking and/or supervising the activity
· Unauthorised user – (other leisure centre user, spectators; unlikely due to it being a closed event)


	Competence Requirement: 

Competence to supervise groups of children through;

· experience of previous situations; use of clear instruction, demonstration by external coaches (other SGO’s and qualified staff) and certificated instructors (BMXing/MMA) and demonstration by SGO/SGO staff. 

· suitability for the task;

· on-going assessment whilst undertaking the activity and identify if further support may be required for activity;



	Control measures which should be in place:

Activity (organising the children to transition between different activities within the main sports centre) is properly planned and organised; this means, the task, the people responsible, competency, and weather conditions have all been considered before each task starts;
· Use of correct equipment for the task;
· Two-way radios / mobile phones to communicate with leader of activity
· Name labels and registers taken at each activity; checks throughout the day.
Competent instruction about safe use has been given (and adhered too) prior to activity starting. Children will need to show understanding of safe use through actions. SGO and own school staff to monitor their teams / children and adapt as required.
Monitoring; first aid equipment on site (carried by SGO) and additional first aid on site via main reception. SGO and school staff to access mobile phones and contact emergency services if required.


	Additional Control Measures: Hints / tips for what needs to be considered as part of local /specific assessment:

· The weather conditions; behaviours of children need to be considered, different medical conditions have been shared with all staff and children clearly identified (epi-pens, asthma pumps etc.).

· Children need to wear suitable clothing (layers for inside and outside)and have suitable refreshments.
· SGO to have contacts for all school staff in case of issues with collection of children at the end of the event.
