	[image: image2.emf]Activity: Key Steps Gymnastics – Years 1 and 2; Years 3 and 4; and Years 5 and 6 (various events including vault, body management, floor routine) 
 – May 2023
Spectators are permitted and will be asked to remain within the designated area; schools to ‘manage’ their own collection/arrival of gymnasts. SGO (and Harlow Gym Club) to manage any abusive or disruptive parents.


	Significant hazards / risks

· Insufficient planning for the task – user sustains injury, grazes, head trauma, cuts or bruising;

· Gymnasts gets injured caused by collision with other user due to poor supervision (and/or behaviour) or insufficient suitability for activity - i.e. not able to control action;
· Conditions of gymnasium – matting slipping, benches slippery, limited space to move around gymnasium.
· Event area being open/available to the general public.

	Who could be harmed?

· Persons undertaking and/or supervising the activity
· Spectators
· Unauthorised user – (general public)


	Competence Requirement: 

Competence to supervise groups of children through;

· Coaches/judges to supervise gymnasts when performing/warming up.
· Experience of previous situations; use of clear instruction by SGO/Lead coach (Peter). 
· School staff to assess pupil’s suitability for the task; prior practise
· On-going assessment whilst undertaking the activity and identify if further support may be required for activity;



	Control measures which should be in place:

· Activities are properly planned and organised; this means, the task, the people responsible, competency, and venue’s facilities have all been considered before each event starts;
· Use of correct equipment for the task (vaults, floor mats, benches, skipping ropes)
· First aid kits on hand

· Space out school teams and limit the interactions.
· Competent instruction about safe use in and around the gymnasium to be given (and adhered too) prior to activity starting. Children will need to show understanding of safe use through actions. School staff to monitor their teams / children and adapt as required.
· Monitoring; first aid equipment on site (carried by SGO) and additional first aid on site via Lead Coach. SGO and school staff to access mobile phones and contact emergency services if required.

	Additional Control Measures: Hints / tips for what needs to be considered as part of local /specific assessment:

· Children are encouraged to arrive ready to perform (avoid the need to change where possible).
· Bring labelled water bottle.
· School staff to be responsible for children’s toileting needs and general behaviour.

· Separate events, with a short change over time to allow schools to change teams.

· Separate room available for schools to use for children to eat lunch in order to avoid spillages in the main gymnasium.
